9HD was replaced by multi-channel GEM (now 9Gem) on September 26, 2010, which,
unlike the previous incarnation, was a permanent hiatus and branded separately (with one exception, the London Olympics). This completely removed Channel Nine's HD simulcast to include a third channel in the DVB-T Nine multiplex (due to technical and regulatory constraints). However, they did not name the deadlines for this, saying that they were "solving some technical and legal issues." On February 11, 2016, some



smart TVs started receiving "ghost broadcast" notifications on 10HD, which soon disappeared. Ten Later began a high-definition simulcast on 2 March 2016 on Channel 13 from 3:00 pm in time for the 2016 Virgin Australia Supercars Championship season. As a result, One was scaled down to broadcast in standard definition on both channel 1 and
channel 12. It uses MPEG-4 technology to broadcast Ten HD. Following the regional media shock on July 1, 2016, when WIN TV replaced Southern Cross Austereo as Ten's main regional partner network, WIN's 80 high-definition channel simulcast, WIN HD, became Ten HD's regional counterpart. NRN in northern New South Wales has been
broadcasting 10HD owned by Southern Cross since 21 September 2016. The station will be sold to WIN by May 31, 2017 and will retain 10 brands until playback and broadcast is moved to WIN's MediaHub facility next September. The station focuses primarily on programs aimed at young audiences and has been the current home of Neighbors, the longest-running drama series on Australian television. Prior to the launch of Channel 10 Shake in
September 2020, the channel also aired programs for children. History Prior to the station's launch, Ten Network Holdings, then an independent company, formed a joint venture with international distributor CBS Studios International called ElevenCo. The latter owned two-thirds of the company, while CBS held the rest of the shares. As part of the
deal, Eleven gained access to programming from CBS' back catalogue. Ten Network Holdings began operations in 2017 and was subsequently acquired by CBS Corporation, eventually giving CBS full ownership of Eleven. CBS eventually merged with Viacom, making 10 Peach a sister network to MTV and Nickelodeon. 31In 2018, the channel was
rebranded as 10 Peach as part of Network Ten's major rebranding. Ten games were broadcast on Saturday afternoon and Saturday night with exclusive rights to all finals. The network also alternated between preseason Grand
Finals and Brownlow Medals with nine (ten events broadcast in 2002, 2004, and 2006), while also showing each state's home team games played by teams from WA, SA, QLD. and NSW were held on Saturday. With Seven, Network Ten made a successful $780 million bid to stream the game from 2007 to 2011. As agreed, Ten continued to broadcast
the Saturday leg of the race. However, unlike the previous deal, Ten did not hold exclusive rights to the final series. Instead, the networks split the broadcast of the finale and alternately aired the grand finale. For years, Ten did not broadcast the Grand Final (2008 and 2010), it showed the presentation of the Brownlow Medal and the Grand Final of
the Nab Cup. Ten ceased airing the AFL at the end of the 2011 season. In late 2011, Network Ten lost the rights to the AFL and Seven took over free-to-air Saturday matches. The original incarnation launched on 15 August 2008 and continued to show a mix of music and
entertainment programs until 29 June 2022. It was a replacement for The Hits TV channel. The original version of 4Music was replaced on 29 June 2022 by E4 Extra, a new sister channel and extension of E4. At the same time, 4Music was relaunched as a full-time music television channel, replacing Box Hits, which has since gone off the air. History
4Music began broadcasting in 2008 with an on-screen ten-minute countdown. During the countdown, clips from popular music videos flashed on the screen, including promotional clips for the channel. The channel then ran a commercial at 7pm before switching to "Davina (McCall) and Steve (Jones)'s 20 Big Ones"; the first song at number 20 was
"The Pretender" by Foo Fighters and "Can't Get You Out of My Head" by Kylie Minogue at number 1. Kylie Minogue's KYLIEX2008 tour was broadcast and the opening night featured a Big Brother Live line-up where Rachel Rice threw a "favourite party" for surviving that eviction night. She and her favorite roommate Kathreya Kasisopa were taken to
a private room and played 10 of Rachel's favorite songs. Live coverage of the 5th edition of the 2008 festival was broadcast on August 16 and 17, with highlights shown on the following days. However, these highlights led to complaints about the overall quality of coverage, as the main headliners did not play their entire sets. Despite arguments
between Davina and Steve over whose face appeared first on the channel, the first face to appear on 4Music was Kylie Minogue, covering her live concert at 9pm on the opening night (asexplained). The release also featured new digital on-screen graphics and a new identification of a woman spinning on a chair with the station's logo in the
background. The concept of the channel's on-air presentation was similar to The Hits' previous idea, and the TV was suddenly full of color across the room. From 2 April 2013, all Box TV channels were free-to-air via satellite, except 4Music, which was free-to-air. As a result, the channels were removed from the Sky EPG in Ireland.[3] Finally, 4Music
also began broadcasting on 7 February 2017 and launched on Freesat, replacing The Box, but returning to free-to-air on 12 December 2018. On 4 November 2020, 4Music switched as part of a switch up, where every channel from channel 24 to channel
54 on the platformfor a position that will allow BBC Four to move to channel 24 in Scotland as new Ofcom rules require greater EPG visibility for certain PSB channels. This is because BBC Scotland is on Channel 9 in Scotland, while BBC Four is on Channel 9 in the rest of the UK. On 26 January 2022, in a similar channel change - to free up 23 LCNs
across the country for the relaunched BBC Three - 4Music switched again to 31 (with E4+1 again taking over 30). The transmission of 4Music and other channels operated by Channel 4 was affected by the activation of Red Bee Media's internal fire system on 25 September 2021. From 27 September to 6 October 2021, 4Music aired an episode of The
Box instead of the usual scheduled broadcast, with an EPG warning of technical issues. The simulcast was changed to Box Hits on October 7, 2021[8] and 4Music was relaunched on October 15, though initially only with music videos. Long-form programs returned to the channel on 9 November [9] starting at 12:07 with "Couples Come to Dinner with
Me". The last song played before the full-length program resumed was "Remember" by Becky Hill and David Guetta. On 13 June 2022, Channel 4 announced that the Channel 4Music slot would be replaced by E4 Extra on 29 June 2022. 4Music itself will move into the Box Hits slot, effectively replacing the network. With this change, the station
became a full-fledged music station again, just like its sister music stations. The last music video to air on 4Music on Freeview before the channel moved to E4 Extra was "House on Fire" by Mimi Webb at 02:57 on 29 June; After a late-night commercial (ended by a short 4Music report), E4 Extra began airing at 7:00. They are also the founders of the recording studio NHQ (Noise Headquarters) in Cochin. The band rose to fame with the film Oppam released in 2016. The
song from the movie "Minungum Minnaminunge" went viral on social media[1] and YouTube[2]. Earlier Days In 2003, Biby and Jim started composing together. They started playing Christian religious songs. Both were members of the Jacobite congregation of Azhakam St. Mary's Church. Together they recorded their first dedicated album
Karunardrasneham in 2003 which marked their debut. They soon joined a religious band formed by Sanil Peter where they met Jimson James (CURRENT 4 MUSICS) who came up with the idea of forming a western band called (9-1-B-C). 2003-2007 In mid-2003 they formed the 10-piece band 9-1-B-C and teamed up with the band of Eldhose Alias and
Justin James (brother of Jimson James). They started performing in and around Ernakulam and also appeared on Kairaly Channel's CONFUSION in 2004, which was their first television experience. Later in 2006 the band broke up with Jim and Jimson going to Ireland to study, Justin to New Zealand and Eldhose to Bangalore. These days honeyfully
active in music, composing for 2 religious albums (SAMARPPANAM, UNNI GANAPATHY) and also joined Mr. Binoy and Babu Varghese (member of DAVID's HARP) and started doing karaoke shows. 2008-2015 In 2008, the group reunited and released their first music album "MAZHATHULLI".
